Everything they learn about Jesus is based on the seeds that were planted in the

fall when they learned about the Old Testament. Therefore, they see the

connection between the Passover, the Last Supper and communion. It becomes
very powerful regardless of age.

] Each unit has 11 workshop lessons. What makes Cornerstones so unique is that we let
you choose which lessons you want. If you buy one whole year/theme, it is 100 lessons
for $1000 and $100 extra for the computer lab lessons. If you buy the lessons
individually, they are $15 per lesson.

God create the last piece of creation — humans.

Created by the Spirit: Make stationery that will be sold to raise
money to support the environmental agency selected by the Faith
Today workshop. Userecycled materials to reinforce the idea of good
stewardship. Thisworkshop and Faith Today may be combined for a
smaller congregation.

Eat Your Way through the Bible: Experience many different
wonders of Creation through the food that we eat. Hear the story of
Creation, look at avariety of seeds, and make and share muffins and
fruit salad.

Faith Today: Sharethe story, Brother Eagle, Sister Sky by Susan
Jeffers as an avenue to explore stewardship of the earth. Research and
select one environmental agency to support.

Mary and Martha's Bed and Breakfast: Hear the Creation story
from both Genesis and

Psalm 8. Writeletters to God, create a mural, or create a nature
basket centerpiece.

Moved by the Spirit: Hear the story of Creation and work in small
groups to make a creation scene using a wide variety of props (ribbon
sticks, fabric, hula-hoops, Body Sox™, etc.)

Puppetry: Hear the story of Creation through the words of Old
Turtle, using the book entitled Old Turtle by Douglas Wood. Create a
puppet play based on this book.

Video Livel: Videotape origina Public Service Announcements for
each day of Creation and share them with the congregation.
WhereintheWorld Is?: Learn about theincredible diversity and
inter-relatedness of Creation and discover ways to be stewards of the
earth.
